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The Bartow Senior High School Guidance Department offers students a planned four-year 
program of developmental guidance activities that helps students make sound decisions 
regarding personal, educational, and career goals. 
 
Some guidance activities are common to each grade level. Students in each grade participate in 
educational and career planning through registration conferences, standardized testing, individual 
counseling, and group guidance seminars. Some guidance activities are unique to a particular 
grade level. 
 
In addition, the Bartow Senior High School Guidance Department serves as a school-based 
source of help for students with educational or personal problems. Services are provided through 
various staff members, by individual counseling, and referral to community services.  
 
A School Psychologist is available. Referrals are made through the staffing team by either the 
Guidance Counselor or the Assistant Principal.

Important Information on Schedule Changes: 
Once a school term has begun, Bartow Senior High School will not allow schedule changes for 
reasons of conflict with teachers or student refusal to do assigned work.  BHS keeps its students 
in Honors and AP classes when test scores indicate that the student is capable of working on that 
level.  Research indicates that students taking higher-level courses whenever possible have a 
better chance of getting in high-ranking colleges, and having success there, than 
students scheduling easier courses.

NEW BEGINNINGS  
 
During the 1995-1996 school year, Bartow High 
School began offering an alternative curriculum 
option to high ability, highly motivated students that 
meet strict admissions criteria.   
 
Beginning in the 9th grade, qualified Polk County 
School District students participate in a rigorous four-
year curriculum of language arts, foreign language, 
mathematics, science, social studies, and electives. 
 

DESCRIPTION 
 
The International Baccalaureate (IB) Program is a 2-
year pre-university course of study designed to meet 
the needs of highly motivated students and, at the 
same time, promote international understanding.  
Because the IB Program is so rigorous, many school 
districts, including Polk County, offer two additional 
years of study as preparation for IB.  Students enroll 
in this Pre-International Baccalaureate Program in 
grades 9 and 10 and advance to IB for grades 11 and 
12. 
 
The effectiveness of the IB program is due not only 
to the depth of the individual courses, but also to the 
comprehensive nature of the total program.  Unlike 
other honors programs, IB requires each student to 
take six courses in six academic areas.  In order to 
qualify for the IB Diploma, students must pass 
written examinations in all six areas; some subjects 
include an oral examination as well.  IB Diploma 
candidates also write an Extended Essay, participate 
in 150 hours of CAS (creativity, action, and service) 
activities and take a unique course entitled “Theory 
of Knowledge.”  Students who earn the IB Diploma 
are eligible for admission to universities throughout 
the world.  Many colleges and universities recognize 
the IB Diploma for college course credits. The IB 
Program is based in Geneva, Switzerland, with 
regional offices worldwide.  The North American 
offices are in New York City.  In short, the IB 
Program is unique in its depth, scope, and 
international emphasis.  It is a special program for the
